	National Curriculum Level: 4/5

Most children will achieve Level 4: Pupils show factual knowledge and understanding of aspects of the history of Britain and the wider world. They describe some of the main events, people and changes. They give some reasons for, and results of, the main events and changes. They show some understanding that aspects of the past have been represented and interpreted in different ways. They are beginning to select and combine information from different sources. They are beginning to produce structured work, making appropriate use of dates and terms.

Some children may progress to Level 5:

They describe and make links between events and changes and give reasons for, and results of, these events and changes. They know that some events, people and changes have been interpreted in different ways and suggest possible reasons for this. Using their knowledge and understanding, pupils are beginning to evaluate sources of information and identify those that are useful for particular tasks.

Some children may not reach level 4 but will show knowledge and understanding of some of the main events, people and changes studied. They are beginning to give a few reasons for, and results of, the main events and changes. (Level 3)

	Learning Objective:

· To research a topic using a variety of methods, including ICT. 

· To be able to write a persuasive argument from different points of view.
Success Criteria:

· I can use an Internet search to find information. 

· I can use the contents or index to find information. 

· I can write in first person narrative. 

· I can use persuasive words and phrases. 



	Links with Previous Learning and Assessment:

The children have spent some time learning about Victorian children during their History, ICT and Literacy lessons. They have visited Beamish Open Air Museum, experiencing life as a Victorian child. All of the children have knowledge of the various roles Victorian children held in society, and how from a young age they were required to work long hours for little pay. They have researched the impact that the industrial revolution had on children’s lives, how certain key figures helped to change the laws surrounding children working in factories, and how many children’s lives changed as a result of this. 



	Learning Support Assistant Planning:

	Main Activities:

Split the children into groups and assign a role to each of the children (Some will play the role of working children, some will be factory owners, some will be the parents of the working children, some will role play as Dr Shaftesbury, Dr Barnardo and their supporters.). 

Set the scene. Tell children that the year is 1851 and factories are opening up all around the city. However, some people think children shouldn’t be allowed to work in factories.

Inform the children that they will be writing a short speech from the viewpoint of the person assigned to them about the topic of the debate: ‘Should children be allowed to work in factories?’ 

In pairs, the children research their character using information provided, textbooks and laptops (if working), writing notes as they go. (25 - 30 minutes)

Remind children about the style of a piece of persuasive writing. Model how to do this prior to children working independently. Share prompt sheet. Children write their speech independently using the information researched earlier, and from previous lessons (writing frame for less able). – This may need to be completed at the beginning of the next session.

	Key Questions:

How will you find out information about your character? 

What key information do you need to know?

What words/ phrases will you use to persuade people that your view is correct?



	Plenary:

Children swap their written work with their partner. Their partner underlines any words or phrases they think are persuasive. 



	Assessment Strategies:

Discussion: 

Can the children give reasons and opinions as to why some people thought it was good/ bad for children to work in factories? Can they put themselves in the same position as their character? – Empathy.

Observation:

Are the children using appropriate website searches/ using the index or contents to find specific information quickly and efficiently? – Enquiry.

Do some of the children evaluate/ infer the sources of evidence, using more than one to support their view? – Inference. 

Marking of work:

Have all of the children recalled information that they have gained throughout the topic and transferred this information into a persuasive piece of work? 

Have most of the children written a speech in the correct style, using persuasive language?

Peer Marking:

Can the children recognise persuasive language in each other’s work?
